The Birth of Sayyidah Maryam &z

Many years ago, within the community of the Israelites,
there lived a very pious and religious saint. His name
was Sayyiduna ‘Tmran 4 and he had a wife called
Sayyidah Hannah 2. They were both well respected
amongst the people.

However, to their sorrow, they had no children of their

own. Sayyidah Hannah ¥ longed very much for a child.
She would regularly make dua and ask Allah % to grant

her a pious child.

Allah %, the All-Merciful, answers the prayers of those
who ask from Him. Her prayer was also answered and
within a few days she was expecting a child. Overcome
with joy and happiness, she made a promise to Allah %
that the child would be given over for the service of the
blessed Masjid in Al-Quds (Jerusalem), Al-Masjidul
Agsa. In those days, people would give their sons over
for the service of the Masjid.

Sayyiduna ‘Imran 4 died just before his wife was due
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to give birth to their first child. Soon after, Sayyidah
Hannah ¥ gave birth to a girl whom she named Maryam
(Mary). On seeing the baby girl, Sayyidah Hannah &2
was sad as she thought she would not be able to fulfil
€2 did not
know that this girl was special, as Allah % was going to

her promise. However, Sayyidah Hannah

bless her and grant her respect and honour.

Sayyidah Hannah 2 looked after the newly born child
until she began eating food. Thereafter, she handed the
young child over to the khadims who looked after Al-
Masjidul Agsa.

The Upbringing of Sayyidah Maryam 2

When Sayyidah Maryam ¥ was brought to Al-Masjidul
Agsa, each of the khadims wanted the honour oflooking
after her, as she was the child of Sayyiduna Tmran .
They discussed amongst themselves as to who should
be given the honour. Sayyiduna Zakariyya ¥ was the
head of the khadims and also the Prophet of Allah .
He insisted that, since his wife was the aunt of Sayyidah
Maryam 2, he had more right to look after her. After
much discussion, they could not agree.

Finally, to put an end to the disagreement, Allah %

instructed the khadims to go to a river with their pens.
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They used these pens to copy the Tawrat, the book
revealed to Sayyiduna Musa #. On reaching the river
each khadim was to throw his pen into the water. The
person whose pen went against the flow of the river
would be the guardian of the child. This was to be a
miracle from Allah % to show whom He had chosen to
be the guardian of Sayyidah Maryam 2.

The khadims followed the instruction of Allah €. The
pen of Sayyiduna Zakariyya ¥ went against the flow of
the river. Sayyiduna Zakariyya #! became the guardian

of Sayyidah Maryam ¥ and she went to live with her

aunt and Sayyiduna Zakariyya #.

Sayyidah Maryam ¥ grew up to be very pious and
religious. Sayyiduna Zakariyya # gave her a special
room which was connected to the Masjid. She would




worship Allah 4 and read the Tawrat there all day long.
At night, she would return to her aunt Sayyidah Isha’
&2 with Sayyiduna Zakariyya #. Whenever Sayyiduna
Zakariyya # visited her during the day, he found with
her food and drink and fresh fruits which were out of

season.

Puzzled and curious, he asked her, “Maryam, from
where did you get these fruits?”

“From Allah %, she answered.

The Birth of Sayyiduna Yahya %

When Sayyiduna Zakariyya ¥ saw this miracle, he

thought, “If Almighty Allah % can provide fruits out of

season for Maryam, can He not bless me and my wife
with a child in our old age?” Thus, he eagerly prayed to
Allah %

, “O my Lord, give me a pious child”

Allah % sent angels to him with good news of a pious
son. They said, “Allah % has accepted your prayer and
He gives you good news of a son. His name will be

Yahya. He will be noble and pious. He will be a Prophet
of Allah 4

Sayyiduna Zakariyya # said, “O my Rabb, how can

we have a son? I am very old and my wife cannot have
children”

Allah ¥ said, “Tt is easy for me. I do whatever I want”

Thus, Allah % granted Sayyiduna Zakariyya # a child in
his old age and Sayyiduna Yahya %, cousin of Sayyidah
Maryam ¥, was born.

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The Miracle of Sayyiduna ‘Isa ¥

The greatest worry of Sayyidah Maryam &2 was how to
face the people. Though they were all aware of her purity
and piety, how would she remove their bad thoughts?

However, Allah 4 helped her once again.

When she decided to return to her people, the Angel
Jibra'll # advised her saying, “If people ask you about
the child, then stay silent and let them know that you
have kept a fast for Allah % and cannot speak to anyone
today.” In those days, a person who fasted had to stay
away from eating, drinking and talking.

Sayyiduna ‘Isa - The Prophet of Allah 4

Years passed and Sayyiduna Tsa # grew up and became
an adult. All around him, the world had become evil
and corrupt. The Israelites had forgotten the message of
Allah % brought to them by Sayyiduna Musa ¥. They
committed all kinds of evil, so much so that they had
even killed Prophets sent to them by Allah #. They had
given up good morals and good character and adopted
bad qualities instead, such as telling lies, cheating,
hatred and jealousy.

Despite seeing these miracles, the rulers and the
religious leaders stayed away from Sayyiduna Isa #.
They feared that by accepting his teachings they would
have to give up their honour and leadership. They
behaved arrogantly and rejected the miracles and clear
signs he had brought, even though they knew that these
were true.

However, Sayyiduna Tsa # did not lose hope. He
continued to convey the message of Allah % with
full courage and determination.

Our Beloved Nabi Muhammad % - The Final
Prophet

We believe that our beloved Nabi Muhammad #£ is the
last and final Prophet. You are probably thinking that
how can our Nabi #€ be the last Prophet when Sayyiduna
‘Tsa # is to come back to this world again? The answer
is simple. When Sayyiduna ‘Isa ¥ will return before
Qiyamabh, he will not come as a prophet. Instead he will
come as a follower of our Nabi #. However, this does
not mean that the prophethood of Sayyiduna Isa ¥ will
be taken away. Let us use an example to understand
this.

When the king of a country goes to visit another
country, he will still

However, he will
follow the religion taught by Rasalullah #&. He will not
come with a new religion.

#. He is a human like all the other Prophets %£.

Almighty Allah 4 revealed abook of guidance to him known
as the Injil. Over time it has undergone many changes and
alterations.

His mother Sayyidah Maryam ¥ was never married and no
man had touched her.

« To teach and emphasise the tawhid (oneness) of Allah 4£
which was the very foundation of the teachings of all the
Ambiya #.

« To guide people towards the straight path.

« To give good news of the arrival of the last and final
messenger, our beloved Nabi Muhammad #2.

Like all the Prophets, Sayyiduna ‘Isa # was able to perform
many miracles through the help of Allah 4.

Sayyiduna Tsa ¥ has not yet died a physical death. He was
not killed and he was not crucified. Allah % raised him up
into the Heavens alive, with body and soul. He is in the
Heavens to this day.

Sayyiduna Tsa # will return to this world shortly before
Qiyamah during the rule of Sayyiduna Mahdi.

He will descend from the Heavens with his hands resting on
the shoulders of two angels. His descent will be visible to all
those present.

On his return, he will not come with a new religion. Instead,
he will follow the religion of our beloved Nabi Muhammad

Sayyiduna Tsa # will kill Dajjal. All the people of the world
will happily become believers during his rule.

Sayyiduna ‘Isa ¥ will marry, have children and die a natural
death. He will be buried alongside our Nabi Muhammad #&
in Madinah Munawwarah.

Nobody will be given prophethood after our Nabi #E.
Whosoever was to be given prophethood has received it
before the coming of our Nabi Muhammad %, who is the
last and final prophet.
